Math: The Russian major requirements do not
require the Math Placement Exam. If you plan
to take Math courses, be sure to review
placement requirements prior to enrollment.
Chemistry: The Russian major does not
require the Chemistry Placement Exam. If you
plan to take Chemistry courses, be sure to
review placement requirements prior to
enrollment.

Computer Science: The Russian major does
not require the Computer Science Placement
Exam. If you plan to take Computer Science
courses, be sure to review placement
requirements prior to enrollment.
